Chasing hammer: flat head chasing hammer with 1 1/8" to 1 1/4" face

*  Copper or Sterling Silver: 22 Gauge metal sheet. The size should be all up to you but you
need to add 3/4” on the actual size of the metal all around

* Plaster of Paris for pitch bowl

* Masks

* Disposable rubber Gloves

* steel bars to make chasing tools (students buy them from instructor)
